Constitution of Ukraine Section I. Art. 1-5

Section |
GENERAL PRINCIPLES

Article 1. Ukraine shall be a sovereign and independent, democratic, social,
law-based state.

Article 2. The sovereignty of Ukraine shall extend throughout its entire
territory.

Ukraine shall be a unitary state.

The territory of Ukraine within its present border shall be indivisible and
inviolable.

Article 3. The human being, his or her life and health, honour and dignity,
inviolability and security shall be recognised in Ukraine as the highest social
value.

Human rights and freedoms and guarantees thereof shall determine the
essence and course of activities of the State. The State shall be answerable to the
individual for its activities. Affirming and ensuring human rights and freedoms
shall be the main duty of the State.

Article 4. There shall be a single form of citizenship in Ukraine. The grounds for
the acquisition and termination of Ukrainian citizenship shall be determined by law.

Article 5. Ukraine shall be a republic.

The people shall be the bearer of sovereignty and the sole source of power
in Ukraine. The people shall exercise power directly and through the government
authorities and local government.

The right to determine and change the constitutional order in Ukraine shall
belong exclusively to the people and shall not be usurped by the State, its bodies,
or officials.
